Dear Parents,

Yesterday we had a SIAS inspection.  This is automatically triggered by an 
Ofsted and is conducted by the Diocese of Bath and Wells.  It is an inspection 
of the school Christian ethos.  I am pleased to say we were deemed satisfactory 
in all areas.  Thank you to all parents and pupils who talked with the inspector in 
the playground.  She commented on how positive and supportive the community 
was of the school.

This week I have started talks with the County Council about improvements to 
the school buildings.  The first project will be two glazed canopies outside Oak 
and Holly classrooms.  The main purpose for this is to allow learning outside even 
in wet weather.  It will also allow children to be dropped off and collected from 
school in the dry without all trying to cram into the small reception area.
I would also welcome any imaginative ideas on how any other areas of the school 
could be enhanced to improve the learning environment for the children.
