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Post Title: Primary School Teaching Assistant (Including EHCP Support Responsibilities)
Purpose of the Role
To support high-quality teaching and learning across the school, working with individual pupils, small groups and whole classes. The postholder will have specific responsibility for supporting two pupils with Education, Health and Care Plans (EHCPs) in different classes and year groups, ensuring that their individual needs are met and they are able to access the curriculum, make progress and fully participate in school life.  One child to be supported in the morning.  The other child to be supported in the afternoon.

Essential Criteria
Qualifications and Training
· GCSE Grade C/4 or above (or equivalent) in English and Mathematics.
· Relevant Teaching Assistant qualification (Level 2 or Level 3), or willingness to work towards one.
· Evidence of continuing professional development relevant to supporting children in a primary school setting.
Experience
· Experience of primary-aged children.
· Experience of supporting children with additional needs and/or special educational needs and disabilities (SEND).
· Experience of working with individuals and small groups to promote learning and development.
· Experience of building positive and professional relationships with pupils, staff and parents/carers.
Knowledge and Understanding
· Understanding of child development and learning in the primary age range.
· Understanding of inclusive practice and the importance of meeting individual needs.
· Knowledge of strategies to support pupils with SEND, including social, emotional and communication needs.
· Understanding of the need for confidentiality and safeguarding in a school environment.
· Awareness of the purpose and implementation of Education, Health and Care Plans (EHCPs).
· Understanding of behaviour management approaches that promote positive outcomes for children.
Skills and Abilities
· Ability to establish effective relationships with pupils that promote learning, confidence and wellbeing.
· Ability to motivate and engage children in learning activities.
· Strong communication and interpersonal skills.
· Ability to adapt learning activities and support strategies to meet individual needs.
· Ability to work effectively as part of a team and under the direction of teachers and SEND staff.
· Ability to observe, monitor and record pupil progress accurately.
· Good literacy and numeracy skills.
· Competent IT skills, including the use of school-based systems and educational software.
· Ability to manage time effectively and organise workload across responsibilities in different classes and year groups.
Personal Qualities
· Caring, patient and empathetic approach to working with children.
· Commitment to inclusion and ensuring that all pupils achieve their potential.
· Flexible and adaptable in responding to changing needs and priorities.
· Resilient and able to remain calm in challenging situations.
· Reliable, professional and punctual.
· Positive attitude and willingness to contribute to the wider life of the school.
· Commitment to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children.

Desirable Criteria
Qualifications and Training
· Level 3 Teaching Assistant qualification or equivalent.
· Training in areas such as autism, speech and language needs, ADHD, emotional regulation, sensory needs or positive behaviour support.
· Paediatric First Aid qualification.
Experience
· Experience of supporting pupils with EHCPs.
· Experience of implementing strategies recommended by external professionals (e.g. Educational Psychologists, Speech and Language Therapists, Occupational Therapists).
· Experience of supporting pupils with communication and interaction needs, cognition and learning needs, social, emotional and mental health needs, or sensory/physical needs.
· Experience of working across more than one class or key stage.
Knowledge and Understanding
· Knowledge of current SEND legislation and guidance.
· Understanding of trauma-informed and attachment-aware approaches.
· Knowledge of interventions that support literacy, numeracy, communication and social skills development.
Personal Qualities
· Proactive approach to identifying and removing barriers to learning.
· Ability to use initiative while recognising when guidance is required.
· Commitment to developing professional knowledge and practice.
· Enthusiasm for supporting all children to thrive academically, socially and emotionally.

Special Requirement:
The successful candidate will be expected to work flexibly across classes and year groups, providing targeted support for two named pupils with EHCPs whilst also contributing to the learning, progress and wellbeing of all pupils within the school. They will work closely with class teachers, the SENDCo, parents/carers and external agencies to ensure consistent and effective support.
Whilst the successful candidate will support learning across the school, the post is dependent upon the continuation of funding and the continued placement of the supported children at this school. 
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
